This year’s grant cycle will close on December 1, 2018, and awards range from $500 to $2,500. All applicants 

must have space for planting that is accessible to the public with a minimum of 100 square feet. Those invited to 

apply for the Native Pollinator Grant include 501 (c) non-profit organizations, schools, nature centers, and local or 

state-run organizations committed to community based conservation in Santa Clara County.

Schmahl Science Workshops 

 
Schmahl Science Workshops, (SSW) 501(c) (3) non-profit corporation, provides science workshops to schools that 

do not have the resources to include science as a regular part of their instructional program. SSW has over 650 

pre-kindergarten through twelfth grade workshops, each directly linked with CA & Next Generation Science 

Standards. SSW provides hands-on science in classrooms at over 150 schools across the San Francisco Bay Area, 

serving more than 34K students each year. SSW used the Progress for Pollinator grant to improve their 

community garden with new native plants, water wise irrigation, and new educational signage. Much attention 

and dedication was put into increasing the available foraging habitat to include a range of native plant species 

blooming at different times, to provide nectar and pollen throughout the season, as well as increasing caterpillar 

hosting plants appropriate for the butterfly species in History Park. In addition to the food and habitat this will 

provide food for local pollinators, human guests also benefit with a beautiful place to take a book or painting 

gear and enjoy the serene and peaceful atmosphere. This space will also be used for outdoor classes, citizen 

science, and community gardening. 

 

 



 

 

Master Gardeners at Martial Cottle Park 

 
A Progress for Pollinators grant was awarded to Friends of Master Gardeners of Santa Clara County, 501(c)(3) 

non-profit, to create the Pollinator Hill, a living example of sustainable drought tolerant landscape that provides 

pollinators with their choice of pollen, nectar, and fruit in wet or dry years. The plants, a combination of trees, 

shrubs, perennials, and annuals provide food year-round. The garden was designed and built by the UC Master 

Gardeners of Santa Clara County and includes pathways, seating area, and a bee house. Drip irrigation was 

installed for plant establishment and arborist's tree chips applied as surface mulch to cool the soil, retain 

moisture, and reduce weeds. The garden is in the Master Gardeners four-acre parcel at Martial Cottle Park in 

San Jose and is visible to everyone during park hours. Attend the Fall Garden Market (at Martial Cottle Park)
